1013. Two yellow bowls - significant cracks and repairs with filler and overpainting. Two white ground bowls - both with numerous
hairline cracks and some minor repairs. Quatrelobed bowl - numerous hairlines to interior and a chip to interior just below the rim.
Exterior with one visible hairline, otherwise looks good. Dragon bowl - numerous cracks to interior and a few spots of repair. Exterior
also repaired with some filler and overpainting.
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
