Oversize - small scratch to bowl exterior above rider's head and minor nick to stem, only noticeable on close inspection,
otherwise ok. Gilded glass - two small chips to foot exterior and minor bruise to facet edge on surface of foot. Gilding worn to interior.
Vase - two haircracks to pierced neck. Glass with smoky bowl - nick to rim. Other two glasses ok. Decanter - indistinct flat chip to
underside rim edge, otherwise ok.
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
