535. The diamonds are attractive clear white stones, with only one or two tiny inclusions. There are a few
surface marks to the back of the shank. The ring looks to be re-constructed, with the diamond set top added to
the pierced gallery beneath. There are signs of wear to the sides of the ring. Suggested age - 1960s. Weight
8.1g.

Difficult to calculate carat weight of diamonds due to the setting. A very approximate calculation would be
total diamond carat weight 0.85ct - 1ct.
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
