Condition Report

1169. Conical bowl - noticeable vertical crack from rim to footrim with light staining and some tiny losses along
it.  A similar long craze line alongside and some other minor craze lines to glaze overall.  Considerable surface
wear and scratches overall, with other minor staining. 
Taller vase - two bruises with associated glaze loss to widest part of body and glazed over manufacturers chip
to rim with smaller later nick alongside.  Kiln adhesion to footrim. 
Shorter vase - glued repair and filled chip to neck rim. 
Entered by local private vendors who lived in Korea for many years.
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
