1254. Gourd vase - in good condition with no chips, cracks or restoration. 
Inkstand stand - in good condition. 
Both blanc de chine figures - both in generally good condition, the larger with all over crazing and minor scuffs. 
Continental tyg - in good condition with no chips, cracks or restoration. 
Figure - in good condition with no chips, cracks or restoration. 
English chinoiserie bowl - hairline crack across footrim and some staining to glaze.
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
