Condition Report

Candlestick -  in good condition overall with no cracks, chips or restoration. Some very minor and light surface
scratches to glaze on widest part of body. 
Ewer - 7 little white beads missing from decoration, otherwise  in good condition overall with no cracks, chips
or restoration. 
Jardiniere - minor chip to footrim, probably since manufacture. No restoration or cracks. Some surface
wear/rubbing to high points of sprigged decoration. A few minor manufacturers blemishes to glaze - nothing
untoward.
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
