Condition Report

Generally in good condition. Previously cleaned and with touches of overpainting. Minor craquelure. Old
varnish has started to yellow and discolour, it has also started to dull a little in places as it looks a little uneven.
Small indentation visible at certain angles only, running horizontally across the centre but with no sign of
splitting or other damage, suggesting it has always been there. Paint a little thin in places. 
Frame in good condition. Some minor chips and rubbing to extremities. Also some minor cracks to composition
with occasional minor repairs. The frame appears to have been varnished or lacquered, this has separated.
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
