1172. Both birds have a number of typical firing cracks as a result of manufacture.

Bird looking left - small chip to tip of top part of beak, otherwise in good condition overall with no cracks, chips
or restoration

Bird looking right - glued repair to top end of right wing, small chip to top edge of left wing, missing one claw tip
on right foot, small chip to side edge of lower part of beak.

Lions - one in good condition overall with no cracks, chips or restoration, the one looking right has a minor and
indistinct chip to its mouth and the tip of its right front paw.
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
