Condition Report

1244. Box and cover - generally in good condition, minor chips and minor loss to a few bits of inlay.

Boy box - small chip and repair to back right shoulder of boy which forms the rim of the cover. Loss to inlay of
left knee, otherwise ok. The base section has a couple of small chips to edge and minor loss to lacquer on
underside.

Rectangular inlaid box - in good condition.

Hardwood stand - in good condition.

Boxwood carving and stand - in good condition.

Carved ball - chips and scuffs to buddha face and wear.

Rectangular low stand - broken and repaired.

Amber style figure - generally in good order with minor chips.
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
