Clobbered vase - chip to footrim and some overpainted enamels are flaking off.

Famille rose dish - crack to rim, minor chips, stained and enamels worn.

Canton vase - chips to rim, wear to gilt and enamels, small hairline to rim.

Small white dish - small hairline to rim, otherwise ok.

Small pot - missing cover, otherwise ok.
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
