1174. Screen and stand - generally good condition with no significant damage or repairs. Typical minor chips
and nicks to edges and relief dceoration.

Fisherman - small chip to edge of his hat and other typical minor nicks/chips to highpoints of carved
decoration. No significant damage or repairs.

Larger Shoulao - repaired/reglued top section of staff, also some chips and losses around this area. Typical
mimor chips to edges.

Small Shoulao - generally good condition with no significant damage or repairs. Typical minor nicks to relief.
Monkey and flower pot - typical minor chips to relief decoration, otherwise ok.

Tall pale green pot - some chips to carved edges and leaves, otherwise ok.

Boat and pavilion vase - typical minor chips and some loss to left side of tree decoration, otherwise ok.
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
