Condition Report

Phillips plate - very minor wear to gilding and some typical light surface scratches, nothing untoward - in good
condition overall with no cracks, chips or restoration. 
Doulton Burslem plate - heavily crazed with poorly restored chip to rim. 
Green rimmed Worcester plate -  in good condition overall with no cracks, chips or restoration. 
Moulded Graingers plate - minuscule nick to rim, not really noticeable amidst moulding. 
Ivory glazed Worcester plate - minor chip to footrim, otherwise ok.
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
