2 red cups - both chipped and cracked. 
Canton vase - chip to rim, typical wear, otherwise ok. 
Japanese figure - chip to one foot, little dirty, typical light surface scratches and wear, otherwise ok. 
Blue and white bowl - 2 hairlines to rim and fritting to glaze on rim, otherwise ok. 
Famille rose bowl - rivet repaired 'u' shaped section and typical surface scratches and wear. 
Smaller famille rose bowl - 4 cracks, wear to enamels and glaze.
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
