Condition Report

Lacking cover. 
There is a small nick to the footrim which has been decorated over so is a manufacturing issue - otherwise the
vase is in good condition overall with no cracks, chips or restoration. 
There are some scratches to the vase overall revealing the white body beneath the glaze, and other areas
where the glaze is lacking and therefore the white body beneath the glaze is clearly visible, e.g., to the neck
rim. 
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
