1075 - Generally good clean condition. Vibrant enamels with only typical light surface scratches and wear.
Some wear to gilt, more pronounced on rims. 
1 x large dish - 3 x minor rim chips to rim underside. 
1 x large dish - small chip to underside of rim. 
1 large dish - this shallow chip to underside of rim and a 2.5cm hairline to rim. 
1 x small dish - small chip to rim. 
1 x cover - two chips to underside of rim aswell as a tiny chip to rim. 
1 x cover - minor chip to rim. 
Otherwise all in good order with no apparent chips, cracks or repairs.
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
